SYSTEM DESCRIPTION
A.
Design Requirements  -  Lift assembly shall provide stairs in raised position and function as a wheelchair lift when activated.

SUBMITTALS

Product Data  -  Manufacturer's literature, operating instructions, replacement parts lists, and maintenance data including description of operation and control, and schematic wiring diagrams.

B.
Shop Drawings  -  Provide accurate shop and erection drawings and diagrams, including required points of coordination with other trades to assure proper installation.

Requirements of Regulatory Agencies

Obtain and pay for necessary State and Municipal permits and perform such tests as may be required for acceptance and approval by Code authority.

MANUFACTURED UNITS
A.
Wheelchair Lift

1.
Capacity  -  750 pounds live load

2.
Speed  -  9.0 feet per minute minimum with full live load.

3.
Motor  -  3/4 hp, 1750 rpm, 110 volt, 60 cycle, single phase, 20 amp, instant reversing.

4.
Control Stations -

a.
3 sets of separate 24 volt pushbuttons for activating up and down operation of lift.  

b.
Pushbuttons momentary contact type requiring constant pressure for activation.

c.
Control station covers custom fabricated and finished to match adjacent surfaces.

5.
Construction  -  Steel framed assembly with wood stair risers and treads.  Assembly includes safety skirting around pit perimeter.

6.
Finish -

a.
All steel surfaces shall be prime coated.

b.
Surfaces exposed when lift is in lowered position shall be fabricated to readily receive carpeting.

7.
Approved Manufacturer -

Model number defines number of steps and height of rise.  Edit to fit project requirements.
