INSTALLATION
A.
Install insulation on following equipment

1.
Hot water compression tanks

2.
Air separation tanks

B.
Where necessary, cut or miter insulation to fit shape and contour of equipment.  Band in place with 1/2 inch by 0.020 inch galvanized steel bands 18 inches on centers.

C.
Install suitable metal lath over fiberglass, lacing edges.

D.
Apply 1/2 inch coat of hydraulic setting insulation over lath.

E.
After cement is dry, apply one layer canvas with adhesive and apply layer of Arabol over entire surface.
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
