MANUFACTURED UNITS

Furnaces

1.
Factory assembled unit, UL listed with blower, heaters, steel casing, and completely wired.

2.
Cabinet  -  22 gauge minimum cold rolled steel with baked enamel finish.  Interior of cabinet around electric heating elements shall be lined with 1/2 inch thick 1-1/2 lb density fiberglass insulation.

3.
Blower -

a.
Centrifugal type, dynamically and statically balanced.

b.
Unit shall be belt driven or direct drive.

c.
Direct driven blower shall have a factory installed and wired speed controller providing at least three blower speeds.

4.
Heaters -

a.
Nickel-chrome and staged.

b.
Each set of heaters shall be equipped with limit control with fixed temperature 'OFF' setting and automatic reset with supplemental thermal cut-off safety fuses.

c.
Provide fan time-delay relay and circuit breakers.

d.
Furnaces shall have manually reset transformer.

e.
Provide at least two stages.
