Thermal Wrap Duct Insulation

1.
1-1/2 inch thick fiberglass with aluminum foil scrim kraft facing and have a density of one lb/cu ft.

PART 3 EXECUTION
 3.1
INSTALLATION
In areas of high humidity, wrap exhaust ducts above the building insulation envelope with thermal insulation.  Where humidity conditions would not cause condensate problems, delete that exhaust duct insulation.

A.
Thermal Wrap Duct Insulation

1.
Install insulation as follows -

a.
On air ducts outside building insulation envelope.

b.
On outside air ducts and combustion air ducts within building insulation envelope.

c.
On other air ducts where indicated on Drawings.

2.
Do not compress insulation except in areas of structural interference.

3.
Completely seal joints.
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
