COMPONENTS
A.
Outlet Boxes

1.
Galvanized steel of correct size and shape.

2.
Provide metal supports and other accessories for secure installation of each box.

3.
Equip ceiling and bracket fixture boxes with fixture studs where required.

4.
Equip with extensions as required to bring box flush with finish surface.

5.
HVAC Instrumentation & Control -

a.
Junction boxes in mechanical equipment areas shall be 4 inches square.

b.
Boxes for remote sensor devices shall be recessed single device.

c.
Boxes for thermostats shall be recessed single device.

Delete Paragraph B if no floor outlets on Project.

 3.1
INSTALLATION
A.
Interface With Other Work

Edit or delete paragraphs 1 and 2 to fit Project circumstances.

1.
Coordinate with Division 15 for installation of exposed raceway in mechanical equipment areas.  Exact separation of responsibility is shown on Drawings.

B.
General

1.
Boxes shall be accessible and installed with approved cover.

2.
Do not locate device boxes which are on opposite sides of framed walls in the same stud space.  In other wall construction, do not install boxes back to back.

3.
Locate boxes so outlets are not obstructed by pipes, ducts, or other items.

4.
Install outlets flush with finished surface and level and plumb.

5.
Boxes for switches shall generally be located within 6 inches of door jamb.

6.
Properly center single outlets in each room.  Where two or more outlets occur, space them uniformly and in straight lines with each other.

7.
Support switch boxes larger than two-gang with side brackets and steel bar hangers in framed walls.

C.
HVAC Instrumentation & Control System

1.
Mount remote sensor outlet boxes with long dimension vertical.

2.
Mount thermostat outlet boxes with long dimension horizontal.
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
